THE BEXAR COUNTY CZECH HERITAGE SOCIETY SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES
· Two $250.00 scholarships will be given away in 2012, and each year thereafter, to be used for costs related to attending a college, university, trade school, or other continuing education institution (graduate school, etc.). The number of scholarships and the amount of the award may vary from year to year, depending upon the BOD and membership approval.

· The following individuals are eligible for the scholarship:

1. Any member of the Bexar County Cech Heritage Society.

2. Spouse of a member of the Bexar County Czech Heritage Society.

3. Child of a member of the Bexar County Czech Heritage Society.

4. Grandchild of a member of the Bexar County Czech Heritage Society.

5. Ward (child placed under your guardianship) of a member of the Bexar County Czech Heritage Society.

· There are no limitations on the residence of the applicant (i.e., they do not have to live in Bexar County).

· Interested members may submit an application, which will be attached to the Society’s Newsletter or available from the Society’s Secretary at the beginning of each year.
· Only ONE application per member.   If there is more than one member in the household, each member is entitled to an application.
· A member may nominate himself, a spouse, child, grandchild, or ward.

· The applicant must be planning on attending, or currently attending a college, university, trade school, or other facility of higher learning.

· The applications must be mailed and postmarked by April 25, 2012, or brought to the General meeting on April 29, 2012.  The date of the drawing will be determined by the BOD each year.

· The application should include the following:
1. Name of Member submitting the application.

2. Name of applicant of the scholarship.

3. Current address and phone number of both applicant and member.

4. Applicant’s Educational Goal (i.e. degree plan, etc.).

· All applications received will be placed in a drawing at the General  meeting on April 29, 2012.  A member, who has not submitted an application, will be asked to draw the winning applicant.
· The scholarship recipient will be notified in writing.

· The scholarship recipient must submit a copy of a letter of acceptance, or other proof of acceptance into an institute of higher learning, or if currently attending an institute of higher learning, a recent transcript from that institution in order to be awarded the scholarship.  Upon receipt of the above reference documentation, a check will be mailed to the scholarship recipient.

· If an application is not drawn for that year, the applicant’s name may be submitted the following year as long as a member in good standing submits the application.

· Once someone’s name has been chosen for a scholarship, they will not be eligible for three years (i.e., if selected in 2012, they cannot reapply until 2015).
